Academic Field Trip to the Ledra Palace Buffer Zone by
Cyprus Aydin University Faculty of Law Students

On December 5, 2025, a group of second-year students

from the Faculty of Law at Cyprus Aydin University
participated in an academic field trip to the Ledra Palace
Buffer Zone in Nicosia. The visit was conducted under the
supervision of Vice Dean of the Faculty, Assist. Prof. Dr.
Mehmet Direkli, with the aim of reinforcing theoretical legal
knowledge through on-site observation.
During the trip, the legal dimensions of the Cyprus issue, as
well as the forms of recognition in international law, were
examined and discussed. The students had the opportunity
to observe these issues firsthand and to analyze them
through concrete, real-world examples.

As part of the program, visits were made respectively to
Ledra Palace, the Goethe Institute, and finally the Home for
Cooperation. At the Home for Cooperation, Assist. Prof. Dr.
Mehmet Direkli delivered a comprehensive briefing on field
research activities, focusing on academic studies conducted
in Cyprus, methods of collecting data in the field, and the
significance of such research from the perspective of
international law.

Following the briefing, a question-and-answer session was
held, allowing students to engage directly with the subject
matter and to raise their questions. The interactive session
contributed to a productive and enriching academic
experience.

The field trip concluded successfully, having significantly
contributed to the students’ understanding of international
law and enhanced their perspectives on the Cyprus issue.
